1. The Semantic Aspects of the Word. The problem of the word-meaning.
Different approaches to its definition. The main factors of the semantic
complexity of the word. Lexical vs grammatical meaning. Components of
lexical meaning: denotative and connotative. Types of connotations: expressive,
emotional, evaluative, stylistic. Seme as the ultimate semantic unit. The word
meaning as a set of semes. Componential analysis as a method of describing the
word-meaning. Word-meaning and its motivation: phonetic, morphological,
semantic.
2. Polysemy and Context. Polysemy as a historically bound process of the
word-meaning development and as a phenomenon of the paradigmatical level.
The semantic structure of a polysemantic word as a structured, hierarchical set of

its lexico-semantic and lexico-grammatical variants. The semantic relations
between the variants of the word-meaning. Typology of the polysemantic word-
meanings — synchronic and diachronic classifications. Polysemy and context.
Types of context: extralinguistic and linguistic ones. Contextual analysis.

3. Homonymy Treated Synchronically and Diachronically.
Homonymy, its similarity to and difference from polysemy. The definition of
homonyms. Classification of English homonyms according to their form:
homophones, homographs, homonyms proper. Classification of homonyms
according to the type of meaning involved: lexical, grammatical, lexico-
grammatical. Classification of homonyms according to the degree of coincidence
of their morphological paradigms: full and partial homonyms. Patterned
homonymy. Sources of homonymy: converging sound development and
diverging meaning development, borrowings, abbreviations, sound imitation,
conversion. Patterned homonymy as a specific kind of homonymy in English.
Criteria of distinguishing between homonymy and polysemy - spelling,
distribution, semantics, etymology.

4. The Problem of Semantic Change. Extralinguistic causes of semantic
change: the emergence of new notions, the development of old notions under the
influence of social factors. Linguistic causes of semantic change
(paradigmatically and syntagmatically dependent): differentiation of synonyms,
changes in connection with ellipsis and fixed context, changes resulting from
ambiguity in certain contexts. The nature of semantic change: transference of
meaning based on associations of similarity and contiguity. Metaphor as a type of
transfer resulting from similarity, its formula and types. Metonymy as a type of
transfer conditioned by spatial, temporal, causal, functional, instrumental and
other relations. The results of semantic change within a) the denotative meaning
of a word: narrowing vs broadening; generalization vs specialization of meaning;
b) the connotative meaning: amelioration vs pejoration of meaning.

5. English Phraseology. Phraseological units, their structural and semantic
peculiarities. Criteria of stability, idiomaticity, function and context. The
difference between a phraseological unit and a) a word and b) a free word
combination. Different approaches to the classification of phraseological units —
A.l. Smirnitsky's, V.V. Vinogradov's, A.V.Kunin's, thematic classification by
N. Smith. Proverbs and sayings as a specific kind of phraseological units.

6. Paradigmatic Relations within the English Vocabulary. Semantic
similarity of words — synonymy. The problem of the definition of synonyms.
Traditional definition of synonyms and its criticism. Criteria of synonymy.
The basis of synonymic opposition. Sources of synonymy in English.
Classification of synonyms. Patterns of synonymic set in Modern English. A
synonymic set, a synonymic dominant. Lexical variants and paronyms.
Antonymic relations in Modern English as the manifestation of semantic polarity
of words. Definition of antonyms. Classification of antonyms: absolute,
derivational; gradable, absolute; antonyms proper and complementary ones.
Conversives, their distinctive features and their relation to antonyms.

7. Etymological Survey of the English Vocabulary. Words of native
origin. Borrowings: causes and sources of borrowing into the English
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vocabulary. The role of a foreign element in the English vocabulary. The
international element in the English vocabulary. Etymological doublets. Hybrids.

8. The Problem of Regional Variability of English. The terminological
distinction between dialects and variants of English in Great Britain. Standard
English versus local and regional dialects.
